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HILLCREST BAPTIST CHURCH

Hillcrest Baptist Church began as a mission project sponsored by the First Baptist Church,
Lebanon, Mo. Dr. Bradley Allison was their pastor as a vacant house was rented for $22 a
month. On January 17, 1954 there were 26 persons present for the first Sunday School.
Officers and teachers were: Superintendent, Cleacy Cozort; Assoc. Superintendent, Lucille
Cozort; Secretary-Treasurer, Ray Mason; Teachers Charles and Mary Barnes, Ray Mason, Mr.
and Mrs. Ralph Mason; Miss Esther Barker. Our first Vacation Bible School had 70 in
attendance with Lucille Cozort directing. Our first Revival was held in Aug. 1954 with Dr. Allison
preaching, Russell O’'Dell leading the music and Rosemary Harrill Jackson playing the piano.
Many were saved. Our first Training Union began Oct. 3, 1954 with Esther Barker directing.

In 1954 a one story building 62’ x 32’ would be erected at the cost of $5000. The first
meeting was held there in December 1954. In January of 1955 Wednesday night prayer
services began as well as the first morning Worship Services with Charles Pratt serving as
mission pastor. Sunbeams, Girls’ Auxiliary and Royal Ambassadors also began. In 1956 a
Building Fund was established.

1957 brought us our first full-time pastor, W.V. Williams, 2 more lots of land acquired and
on April 14, 1957 we were organized as a church with 76 Charter members. Trustees were
Cleacy Cozort, Curtis Hull and Gilbert Vernon. Deacons were August Thomas and Rollins
DeGraffenreid. Treasurer was Charles Barnes and Clerk was Ruth White. In August two
additional stories were added to the basement building and a three bedroom parsonage was
completed.

On February 9, 1961 we were incorporated.

Ground breaking services for a new auditorium were conducted Aug. 30, 1964 with Bro.
Elmo Terry as our pastor. Most of the labor was done by our own people. Bricklayers were
Wayne Showler, Jack Stickler and Victor Smith. The baptistry was made by Jim Dinsmore. The
new baptistry was used for the first time on April 11, 1965 with 11 being baptized. In 1965 the
Johnson property was purchased to be remodeled into a parsonage with the other parsonage
to be sold.

Our Deaf Ministry began in April 1965 with Geneva Smith and Lucille Cozort directing.

Between 1967 and 1973 while Jack Clark was pastoring, an educational building was
added on the west end of our building and other remodeling was done to give additional
classrooms, nursery, kitchen and office space.

During our ministry we have had eight men called into the gospel ministry: Clifton Adkins,
Bobby Reid, Charles Cross, Fred Bobe, John Stewart, Scott Moots, Jason Hoke and James
LaChance.

In 1981 our Pastor and wife, Lee and Deb Miller along with their children, Scott and Leigh
Ann, were commissioned by the Foreign Mission Board and left us to serve in Guyana, South
America in June 1982.
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We added the position of Minister of Music and Youth in 1982.

We have had three young men hold office in the State RA Congress and several young
people receive state honors in Children’s Bible Drill.

On September 7, 1986 we celebrated in a special service, the burning of our note. This
symbolized that our debt in the amount of $93,000 was paid in full.

In 1987 under the leadership of our pastor, Bro. Fred Bobe, we remodeled the entire
church plant to make better room for our now 460 resident members.

In March 1989 we established a Building Survey Committee to look into the feasibility of a
new auditorium. Additional property was purchased on the east side in 1989. In 1990 we
ordained five young deacons: Paul Dudley, Ben Foltz, Tom Gottman, Terry Moots and John
Stewart. We have received three new deacons by transfer of membership. They are Harold
Bradshaw, Jack Montgomery and Norman Price.

Groundbreaking services were conducted on Sunday evening, September 29, 1991 for our
new Worship Center. On October 4, 1992 we held our first worship service there. A new
auditorium which will seat over 500, three new offices, conference room and choir rehearsal
room as well as two large restrooms and nursery make up our new facilities. Through many
bounteous love gifts and memorials we were able to purchase new hymnals, larger organ,
carpeting for the new fellowship hall, a new church sign and beautiful landscaping for our
church grounds. New furniture and accessories have been added to our foyer entryway. New
tables and chairs were purchased for the fellowship hall as well. To date we have funds
established for a new utility building and a new kitchen for our fellowship hall.

The Lord has been very gracious in all these years and we look forward to more blessings
as lives are being reached for His Kingdom.

On Sunday, April 10, 1994 we dedicated our new facilities to the Lord. We pray that His
hand will rest upon us in all of our remaining days and that every act and deed will be to the
honor and glory of our Lord and Savior.
